Supplication: To make a special request, for a specific need,
for a specific person. A request to God on behalf of some-
one else other than ourselves, turning our attention away
from our own needs.

| believe we all have our own way of praying. Although as
Christians we are sure to follow the standard and examples
that are laid out for us through scripture; many of us de-
velop our own individual and unique style.

However, as | was studying a Sunday school lesson, | was
looking through a commentary book; and | came across this
story concerning supplication in prayer. This true account of
H.A. Ironside left me with much to think about; mostly
whether or not I, or other Christians are perhaps uncon-
sciously guilty of doing this. So, | thought | would share this
story with you. It would be interesting to hear the feedback
on this eye opening story.

And so Ironside begins his experience with a company of
believers.

Some years ago | was visiting a very devout company of
Christians in a western State. They had some rather peculiar
ideas. They came together weekly to study the Bible, and
for preaching, and remembering the Lord in observing His
Supper, but they had no prayer meeting. | said to them, "Do
you never have a prayer meeting?"

A brother said, "Oh no; we have nothing to pray for." "How
is that?" | asked.

"Why, God has blessed us with all spiritual blessings in
Heavenly places in Christ, so we do not need to pray for
spiritual blessings. We do not need to pray for temporal
blessings, for we have for we have everything we need. We
are well cared for; we have all the land we know how to till.
We do not need to pray for money, for we all have plenty to
keep us going. We do not need to pray for wives, for we are
all married. We do not need to pray for children; I have thir-
teen and Brother So and So has fifteen. We have nothing to
pray for, so we just give God thanks."

"My dear brother”, | said, | wish, if for nothing else, you
would come together to pray for me."

But he did not see it. They seemed to have no idea of what
prayer really is. Sometime after that | was in Minneapolis.
One day | tumbled over, and when | came to | had a fever of
one hundred and four degrees. | was on my back with ty-
phoid fever for six weeks. When at last, a year later, | got out
to that same section, they said to me, "When we got word
that you were so very sick, we had two prayer meetings a
week to pray for you and our hearts were greatly burdened,
but as soon as we got word that you were well enough to go
home again, we stopped.” "Why did you stop? | asked.
"When flat on my back, | did not have any trouble with the
Devil, but when strong and well and | have to go out to face
the foe, | need prayer far more." He looked at me in amaze-
ment and said, "I never thought of it in that way."

May we never find ourselves in this state of thinking; that we
have so much we feel there is nothing we have a need to
pray for, and to even not consider praying for others leaves
out the most powerful part of praying in all things.
