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In Matthew 13, Jesus shares the parable of the mustard seed.  The spiritual teaching of this parable is 
that many times something big that God does in His Kingdom work starts with something as small as a 

mustard seed.  That fact has been relived many times over the course of church history. 

One example of that is something that happened in the 1950ôs.  I found an article one the website of 
One Cry.  The article was about two sisters lived on the Isle of Lewis in the Scottish Outer Hebrides.  
Peggy Smith was the oldest of the two at 84 years old.  She was completely blind.  Her younger sister, 
Christine was 82 and suffered from arthritis so much that she lived doubled over.   These sisters had a 
great burden for their Isle.  So, they began praying.  They prayed twice a week for months.  In their 
prayer sessions, they would begin at 10 p.m. on their knees and not get up from praying until 3 to 4 
a.m.  One night they received a vision in their prayer of a man they never met who would lead in 
change.  The man came.  His name was Duncan Campbell.  As he began his ministry, God began to 

move on the island.   

People on the island began being drawn to Christ. This was 1950.  There were no telephones on the 
island.  There were no internet, social media, and without publicity, people began to be awakened 

from sleep in the middle of the night and felt compelled to gather in a farmerôs field or at a local parish 
church. Sometimes they did not make itðand instead simply fell by the side of the road, confessing 
their sins to God. Bars and dance halls shut their doors for good. Starting with the small town of 
Barvas, the entire Isle of Lewis turned from darkness to light. Entire towns were being converted to 
Christ, with the exception of the stubborn little parish of Arnol.  Arnol resisted the Gospel.  They did 
not want to hear what Duncan Campbell had to say.  The only answer to the situation was prayer. 

They gathered one evening in a farmhouse and began to pray.  At midnight, John, the local 
blacksmith, was asked to pray.  After two hours of praying, these were Johnôs final words of the 

prayer.  ñGod, do You know that Your honor is at stake? You promised to pour water on the thirsty and 
floods on the dry ground. . . . I stand before You as an empty vessel and I am thirstyðthirsting for 
Thee and for a manifestation of Thy power. Iôm thirsty to see the devil defeated in this parish. Iôm 
thirsty to see this community gripped as You gripped Barvas. Iôm longing for revival and, God, You are 
not doing it! Iôm thirsty and You promised to pour water on me. God, Your honor is at stake, and I 

take it upon myself to challenge You now to fulfill Your covenant engagement.ò 

At that moment, the house shook violently. A jug on the sideboard crashed to the ground and broke. 
Those who were present said that wave after wave of power swept over the room.  At the same time, 
the town of Arnol was awakened from its slumber. Lights went on. People came into the streets and 
started praying. Others knelt where they were and asked God to forgive them. Men carried chairs and 
women held stools, asking if there was room for them in the church. At 2:00 a.m., revival came to this 

last resistant town on the island. 

Lord, do it again.  You may not choose to do it exactly the way You did it on the Isle of Lewis.  But do 
it again.  In Jesus name. 

Revival services are November 4-7.  Pray.  Pray for Rev. Rob Pierce as he comes to lead us.
