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Many people treat the spiritual life like this person treated going to Houston.  Eventually, all 
roads lead to heaven.

In Acts, Peter and John got into some trouble with the religious leaders of the Jewish faith.  God 
had healed a man through the ministry of Peter and John.  They then took the opportunity to 
preach Jesus Christ.  Five thousand men came to faith as the result.  The religious leaders did not 
take this well.  When they summoned Peter and John, they asked them by what name do they do 
these things.

He was a Pharisee of 
Pharisees, zealous of good deeds, yet, he makes this declaration that became the driving 
statement for the rest of his life. 

 For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received, that Christ died for our sins 
according to the Scriptures,  and that He was buried, and that He was raised on the third day 
according to the Scriptures,  1 Corinthians 15:3-4 

How could Paul make the statement that Jesus is the only Savior for all the world?  He could make 
the statement because it is the truth!
