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Alcorn's hosts took him to visit an abandoned graveyard located at the end of a garbage-lined 

alley. The host pointed out one tombstone in particularðthat of William Borden (1887-1913), 

heir to the Borden dairy estate. William was a millionaire by 21, but he renounced his fortune, 

giving nearly all his wealth to missions. His heart's desire was to take the gospel to Muslims in 

China. On his way to China, William stopped in Egypt to study Arabic, but four months later he 

contracted spinal meningitis and died at the age of 25. 

 

Many would think that Bordenôs life was a waste.  Having a goal, Borden never saw that goal 

complete.  A life lived so that the last memorial is found in an abandoned graveyard at the end 

of a garbage lined alley.   

 

Alcorn writes: 

ñI dusted off the inscription on the headstone of Borden's grave. 

After describing his love for Christ and his commitment to and his 

love for the Muslim people; and his sacrifices for God's kingdom; 

the inscription ended with some words I wrote down on the spotð

and I have never forgotten them to this day. The inscription ended 

with, óApart from faith in Christ there is no explanation for such a 

life.ô" 

Then Alcorn wrote, "And I thought, Lord, what's the explanation for my life?" 

 

How would you answer that question?  What is the explanation of your life?  Take a moment to 

meditate on a passage found in Philippians. 

ñ13 Brethren, I do not regard myself as having laid hold of it yet; but one thing I do:  forgetting 

what lies behind and reaching forward to what lies ahead,  14 I press on towards the goal for 

the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.ò  

 

What is the ñitò of verse 13?  What is the ñprizeò of verse 14?  The answer is given later in 

verse 20-21.  The answer is to be like Christ.  That was Paulôs goal.  That what the goal of 

William Borden.  That is to be oursðto be like Jesus Christ.  What does God use to bring us to 

that point?  Romans 8:28-29 says, ñAnd we know that God causes all things to work together 

for good to those who live God, to those who are called according to His purpose.  For those 

whom He foreknew, He also predestined to become conformed to the image of His Son, so that 

He would be the firstborn among many brethren.ò 

 

That which has happened, that which will happen, seen through the lens of scripture is that 

which God will grow us to be more like Christ. 

 

September begins a new year for Maple.  As we make plans and set goals, let us not forget one 

goal is to allow God to use what we do to make us more like Christ.  Let that be the explanation 

for our lives.

The demons went eagerly to their assignments causing Christians everywhere to get busier and more rushed, going here and there, 
having little time for their God or their families and friends. Having no time to tell others about the power of Jesus to cha nge lives.  

I guess the question is; has the devil been successful at his scheme? You be the judge!
